A. Mooring Permits

Harbor Master Hitchery reported on the process for mooring permit
renewal. He stated that a forwarding letter and a renewal application
containing permit number and position (lat/long) would be sent to all
current mooring permit holders. Of the 187 permitted moorings, 110 do
not need inspection; 77 do need inspection. The letters and applications
will be sent out in January, with a request to return the applications by
March 1*. A mooring sticker printed with the year “2010” will be sent
back to the mooring permit holder with an approved permit. After June
1*, moorings that have not been renewed will be subject to removal.

B. Harbor Master

Mr. Hitchery reported on various activities, including mooring pole
removal, the process for mooring removal, an abandoned boat, the boat
that came off its mooring during the last storm, and mooring removals.

He presented to the Treasurer bills for supplies, and invoices for mooring
removal work performed by Mr. Vibber.

He pointed out that the fees for moorings in the Town of Old Saybrook
were much larger than the fees that the Town of East Lyme charges.



C. Treasurer

Mr. Dinmore reported that he had received a budget submittal request
from the Town. He suggested that funds be reallocated from shellfish
warden expenses to maintenance of the harbor.

Chairman Landers reported on a meeting he had with the Town on the
subject of separation of Commission funds. He also suggested that a
request for capital funding to update the Harbor Management Plan be
added to the budget.

Mr. Dinsmore reported that Mike Thieler was paid up for his shellfish
leases, but that Jim Markow had not been keeping his lease up to date.

MOTION 6: A motion to send a letter to Jim Markow informing him of the
intent to suspend his shellfishing lease was made by Mr. Murin, seconded by
Ms. Johnston. Motion carried (7-0)

MOTION 7: Mr. Schutt moved to Accept the Treasurer’s report. Mr. Murin
Seconded. Motion carried (7-0)

D. Ex-Officio

Mr. Hogan reported that Planning will be updating the Plan of
Conservation and Development and needs the input from our commission.
He also reported that the Town is looking into creating an Agriculture
Commission which would include aquaculture.

Mr. Hitchery stated that he would like a letter sent to commend Carmen Ames for
her work getting the mooring documents updated on the Town’s web page.

Mr. Landers stated that he would like a letter sent to Mr. Skewes for his service
on the Commission.
